The are planning to deliver food Mon-
day to Saturday, between noon and 7pm,
and Sundays from noon to 4pm (roast
dinners, starters and puddings only).

Food being offered includes, starters,
bar snacks, all day breakfast, specials,
melts, soft tortilla wraps, cobs and
baguettes, jacket potatoes, burgers, sides
and extras, a children's menu, warm des-
serts and roast dinners.
